1. Approve agenda.  The agenda for November 13, 2012 was approved as submitted. Beverly James 

requested that items 6&8 be moved up in the agenda to follow item 4. 
 
2. Minutes of August 28, 2012.  The minutes of August 28, 2012 were approved as submitted. . 
 
3. Open Time for Public Comment.  Dan North introduced himself as the new manager for Redwood Landfill.  

Dan indicated that Redwood’s compost operation for commercial customers should begin by late April.  
Currently Redwood is permitted for 117 tons per day of residential compost, mostly green waste with 5% 
residual food waste and no commercial compost.  They are requesting 514 tons per day, commercial and 
residential, with any mix of food or green waste.  Air and solid waste permits are expected by January with 
the new compost facility to be complete by late April.  The new facility will be a covered static pile, with 
aerated pipes going through the windrows.  However, Redwood is allowed to conduct a pilot program for 
commercial food waste.  Novato Disposal is intending to participate in this pilot program for commercial food 
waste beginning next month.  Steve McCaffrey indicated that currently all commercial food waste is going to 
a compost facility in Vacaville.  Dennis Welsh had questions regarding the amount of acreage needed for the 
new compost program, as well as the drainage issues.  Dan wasn’t sure about the total acreage, but all 
drainage issues have been dealt with.  The C&D facility should be in operation by early next year. 

    
4. Updates/Routine Business Items. 

 City of Novato.  Jason Nutt indicated that the new city offices project was moving forward.  Waste audits 
have been completed at the current City offices and the Senior Center.  The Public Works yard and the 
police station are being rescheduled for next month. 

 Novato Disposal.  Steve McCaffrey and Casey Williams updated the Committee on the 3rd Quarter 
report.  Steve remarked that the 20 gallon can accounts have increased, while 95 gallon cans have 
decreased.  Casey indicated that billing inserts were sent to 95 gallon customers to encourage them to 
reduce their garbage can size.     

 Marin County JPA and Local Task Force.  Nothing to report on the JPA Board.  The Local Task Force is 
looking at programs for pharmaceutical collection outreach and roofing material recycling. 

 Legislation.  Dee reviewed the legislation that passed during the 2012 session.  Two bills on 
pharmaceutical waste – AB1442 and SB1329 – passed.  Bills on mattress recycling, reusable bags, and 
polystyrene containers failed deadline.    

 
6. Zero Waste Programs Status.   Dee and Casey Williams reviewed the Zero Waste programs 

calendar/timeline. Dee indicated that an article featuring responsible e-waste collection was hi-lighted in the 
fall Novato Disposal newsletter.   20 gallon can use has increased 21% from the 3rd quarter 2011.  Billing 
inserts were sent to the approximately 325 95 gal. can customers to encourage them to reduce their can size 
and increase recycling.   Next billing insert will be on Xmas Tree recycling.  Two outreach campaigns were 
selected for 2012:  Commercial & multifamily recycling outreach and commercial food scrap recycling.  
Bessie updated the Committee on schools outreach and work with MCC.  Scott indicated that route audits 
would be conducted in December/January for purposes of determining “set out” rates for recycling.  He will 
include green cans in this audit.  Selected green can audits of 500 households determined that 34% of 
residents audited had food scraps in their green can.  As the “door-to-door” audit has proved problematic, 
Dee suggested that the next audit be conducted at Redwood Landfill, where we can audit the actual trucks 
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and material collected.  Over 1,500 food scrap pails have been distributed.  Bessie conducted 12 visits to 
multifamily properties.  Dee and Novato Disposal staff will be working on promoting AB32/AB341 mandatory 
commercial/multifamily recycling by scheduling meetings with property managers and housing associations 

a. 2012Public Outreach Event update. Ten outreach events have been completed this year, 
including the Chamber Business Fair, the School Tour of Novato, Spring E-Waste event, Novato 
Clean and Green Day, Art and Wine Festival, 4

th
 of July Parade,  Novato Farmer’s market, Sr. 

Center Health Fair, fall E-Waste event and pollution prevention outreach at the Farmer’s Market.  
2013 Events are being scheduled. 

b. AB32/341 Multifamily/Commercial Recycling Outreach.  Dee reviewed current outreach efforts, 
including billing inserts, new District web page, Patch ads and site visits.  Future efforts include 
newsletter articles, mailings to all multifamily/commercial accounts, mailings and meetings with 
property management firms and solid waste ordinance enforcement. 

 
8. 2012 Disposal/Diversion monitoring report.  Dee reviewed the reports, indicating that Novato Disposal’s 

diversion held at 56% diversion in the 3
rd

 quarter.  The overall AB939 diversion rate for 2
nd

 quarter increased 
from 53.96% to 61.47%, due to Redwood’s increase in recycling.   
 

5. Solid Waste Ordinance.  Beverly James reported on enforcement of the solid waste ordinance, especially 
with regards to multi/family properties and C&D haulers.  She indicated that their construction inspector 
would be responsible for responding to complaints.  In addition, this is an excellent opportunity to provide 
education and outreach to all multifamily housing owners on required recycling.  Dennis Welch expressed 
concerns over dumpsters at multifamily locations that may be close to drainage areas.  In addition, concern 
was expressed regarding proper enclosures for dumpsters and bins and compliance with the city ordinance.  
Jason Nutt expressed concern over placement of dumpsters, especially with regards to stormwater permit 
issues.  Scott Pariani indicated that increased recycling at multifamily housing should just be replacing a 
trash dumpster with a recycling bin, and not necessarily adding additional bins.  Beverly indicated that the 
current solid waste ordinance will be updated during 2013. 
 

7. Household Hazardous Waste Programs 
a. Fall E-Waste Event report.  Dee updated the Committee on the Fall E-Waste event.  676 Novato 

residents participated and we collected 36,693 pounds of e-waste.  By reducing event days from 
4 to 3 and eliminating printing and mailing of separate fliers, we were able to reduce costs over 
44% from our spring event.  In 2012, we saved over $12,000 in e-waste event costs. It is 
recommended that we continue with the 2 3 day events for 2013 

b. 2012 HHW Programs update.  Participation remains high, with July and August being very busy 
months. 

c. Paintcare program and contract update.  Paintcare continues to object to liability/indemnification 
language in the contract for local agencies.  Several county counsels and the Paintcare 
attorneys are working on resolving this issue.  Until there is agreement, no local HHW facilities 
in CA have contracted with Paintcare. 

 
9. 1

st
 Quarter Fiscal Year Program Budget Report.  Dee and Beverly presented 1

st
 quarter report.  Although 

overall expenditures are within budget range, outreach/publicity/education expenditures will be monitored 
closely, since costs for the sharps program and additional advertising have now been included in this budget. 
 

10. Adjourn.  The next Committee meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, February 19, 2013 at 3:00pm at the 
District office.

G. Noteworthy Actions 

 

Community Education/Outreach 

  

 Novato Disposal Outreach staff spoke with owner from Peet’s Coffee& Tea. We 
explained our recycle programs available, dropped off a business packet and 
answered any questions. 

 Novato Disposal Outreach staff met with manger from Olive Plaza Novato. Spoke 
to him about different things that could change within the plaza. Also left 
business guides for him and tenants on site.  

 Outreach staff hosted a table in collaboration with Novato Sanitary District at the 
Senior Center Expo on October 11th. Passed out compost pails to local residence 
with an active residential garbage account, that have not picked up a pail as of 
yet. 

 

Schools 

 Novato Disposal Outreach staff met with Mrs. Prichard from Sinaloa Elementary 
in an effort to increase recycling efforts. We also answered questions from the 
principal in our meeting. Left business packet and inviting her to join us to 
educate students daily to implement our mission to zero waste. 
 

 Novato Disposal Outreach staff teamed up with NBCC and provided class to 
class presentations at Hamilton Elementary. With eager volunteers from 
Conservation Corps., started up a recycle and compost system during lunch 
time. Staff was there to help out with lunch time observation. 

 
  

 Outreach staff emailed all schools in November inviting principals and teachers 
to examine their current recycling programs and provided information on the 
resources available to them.

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2013 LEGISLATIVE UPDATE – February 2013 

Bills are still being introduced for the current legislative session.  February 22, 2013 is 

the last day for bills to be introduced for the current session.  It is anticipated that 

legislation will be introduced with regards to EPR for household batteries and 

fluorescents.   

AB158 (Levine) – Single-use plastic bags prohibition.   

Status - in Natural Resources Committee 

Beginning on January 1, 2015, full-line grocery stores with more than $2 million 
in annual sales or retailers with more than 10,000 square feet of floor space 
would be prohibited from providing single-use plastic bags to customers. 
From January 1, 2015 to July 30, 2016, stores above could provide recycled 
paper bags to customers.  Stores subject to this bill would be required to make 
reusable grocery bags available for sale. 
 

AB215(Chesbro)   Solid Waste Recycling 

Status – in Natural Resources Committee 

Would revise definitions of terms used for rigid plastic packaging containers, 

including revising the term “source reduced” to include new requirements. 

 

AB221(Quirk-Silva) Recycled concrete 

Status – Introduced in Assembly  

This bill would revise the definition of concrete for purposes of using recycled 

concrete to coincide with the specifications of the CA Green Building Standards

A RESOLUTION DECLARING MARCH 17 – MARCH 22, 2013 
INTERNATIONAL ZERO WASTE WEEK 

 

WHEREAS,  the disposal of materials in landfills and incinerators causes potential 
damage to human health, wastes natural resources and may transfer liabilities to future 
generations, and  

WHEREAS, for every ton of municipal waste generated, there are 71 tons of 
manufacturing, mining and construction debris generated, and 
 
WHEREAS, waste reduction, reuse, recycling and composting conserve natural 
resources, reduce pollution, create jobs in local communities and are cheaper than 
disposal when all costs are considered, and  
 
WHEREAS, Zero Waste initiatives, including Zero Waste community programs, Zero 
Waste businesses, Zero Waste policies and programs, such as Extended Producer 
Responsibility, and other high diversion activities can contribute to reducing the impact 
of discarded materials in our environment, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Zero Waste International Alliance, GrassRoots Recycling Network, and 
Northern California Recycling Association are hosting “International Zero Waste Week”, 
March 17-22, 2013, in the San Francisco Bay Area, and 
 
WHEREAS, there is a need to create worldwide action to support Zero Waste beyond 
the scope of the conference and that International Zero Waste Week will promote the 
actions taken by municipalities and other organizations around the world to promote 
Zero Waste in their home communities. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED THAT: 
 
Novato Sanitary District declares March 17 – March 22, 2013 to be “International Zero 
Waste Week” and supports the dialog to be undertaken by participants from around the 
world in advancing the goal of Zero Waste and high diversion, and  
 
Novato Sanitary District declares its continuing commitment to support Zero Waste 
activities locally, including high diversion rates, mandatory recycling, food and green 
waste composting, public event outreach and promotion of zero waste, school recycling 
and composting, extended producer responsibility and promotion of waste reduction 
and reuse activities.

E-WASTE COLLECTION EVENTS – 2013   
 
Two E-Waste collection events are scheduled for 2013.  The Spring event is 
scheduled for Saturday, April 27 - Monday, April 29 and the Fall event is 
scheduled for Saturday, October 12 – Monday, October 14.  The events will 
proceed in the following manner: 
 
1. Novato residents will be able to drop-off E-Waste over three days, Saturday - 

Monday from 10:00am – 3:00pm at the Novato Recycling Center. No 
appointment will be necessary 

2. The event will be advertised by notices in both the Novato Disposal and 
Novato Sanitary District newsletter, newspaper ads, banners, fliers, and 
hotline. 

3. Essentially everything with a plug or a cord is considered E-waste and will be 
collected.

4. Novato Disposal will be responsible for collecting and sorting E-Waste at the 
Recycling Center.  All SB20/50 E-Waste materials - computer monitors, TV’s 
and laptops – will be sorted separately, palletized and shrink wrapped and 
stored at the Recycling Center to await pick up by the E-Waste recycler.  All 
other E-Waste will be packaged in large Gaylord boxes and picked up by the 
E-Waste recycler. 

5. Novato Disposal will provide dedicated staff for collecting and sorting the E-
Waste.  In addition, they will provide at least one staff person each day to 
assist with traffic control and surveys. 

6. Novato Disposal will make special pick-up arrangements for the elderly or 
handicapped and include E-Waste pick-up as part of residential bulky waste 
collections.

7. ECS, our E-Waste recycler, will continue to be used for this event. ECS will 
provide for recycling, transport and delivery of all E-Waste collected, at no 
charge.  ECS will also provide 2 staff, at no charge, on Saturday and Sunday 
to assist with collection and packaging.  The current  reimbursement rate from 
the state for CRT material is still set at $0.16/per pound,  

8. Dee Johnson is responsible for overall coordination of the event, including 
development of newsletter articles, fliers and advertising; providing overall 
direction for Novato Disposal’s collection staff and the E-Waste recycler; 
staffing the event all three days; surveys and traffic control and management 
of all paperwork. 

9. Funding of $ 4,000. is included in the FY 2012/13 budget for 2 events.  Event 
costs include Novato Disposal labor and forklift rental.  The State 
reimbursement for all TV’s, CRT’s and laptops collected will go to offset the 
event costs.
